and Romans, to whom the egg was a symbol of life 

 The first Easter Monday Egg Roll to be held on the 

South Lawn of the White House grounds took place 

in 1878 after a law was passed that forbid the Capi-

tal grounds (the original site) to be used a play-

ground.
